GUIDELINES 
Eligibility 
You are eligible to apply for funding through the Goyder Heritage Fund if you are the owner of a State Heritage Place or if your 
property is located in, and contributes to a State Heritage Area, or if your property has been recommended, in any of the 
Heritage Surveys undertaken within the Goyder area, for inclusion on the Register List of State Heritage Places.. 
Community groups, businesses, church bodies and individuals are invited to apply. If you are unsure whether your property is 
eligible, please contact the Heritage Advisor at the Burra office of the Regional Council of Goyder, 1 Market Square, Burra, SA 
5417, Tel (08) 8892 0100. 
Various types of projects are eligible for funding through the Goyder Heritage Fund. 
Applications will be assessed according to specific criteria. Your project may be eligible for assistance if it fulfils at least one of 
the criteria listed below. 

Eligibility Criteria Type of Project 

Conservation Works  Work that is essential to the conservation of the place or property. 
 Work that benefits the heritage value of a State Heritage Area. 
 Work that will prevent further deterioration of significant fabric. 
 Where the use of specific materials or methods results in increased cost. 

General Conditions 
The allocations are for eligible conservation work at the rate of up to one half of the cost of that work up to the maximum 
subsidy of $1,500. 
However, the Goyder Heritage Advisory Committee has the discretionary power to vary the Guidelines for applications that 
display special merit. This action will be subject to the pressure on the fund for assistance. 
Work that has commenced prior to the acceptance of a grant offer will be ineligible for funding. 

Where to Apply 
Application forms are available from the Regional Council of Goyder offices or can be downloaded from the Council’s website 
(www.goyder.sa.gov.au). It will be to your advantage to consult the Heritage Adviser before completing your application. 
Applications should be completed with as much detail as possible and forwarded, in an envelope marked “Goyder Heritage 
Fund Application”, to :

When lodging an application concerning conservation works, the completed Application Form should be accompanied by at 
least one quote or estimate by a suitably qualified tradesperson and, if possible, photographs sufficient to illustrate the required 
work. 

When to Apply 
Applications for assistance may be forwarded to the Heritage Advisor at any time during the year. 

All approvals are subject to the availability of funds, and an approved Development Application.
